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Why Reclassification?

ÁReclassification necessary due to different 
data models

ÁDutch: purely topographic, e.g. ñ4-lane 
road with central dividerò

ÁBelgian: partly thematic, e.g. ñhighwayò

ÁSolved via a reclassification table (Excel) 
mapping original data models to a new 
one.

Industrial Terrain Data

ÁIn The Netherlands: collected by a single 
agency, updates once per year

ÁIn Belgium: not collected yeté 

ÁWork started this January

ÁDone by every province independently

ÁResults are not available yet

ÁGoal is to get a single data model, but 
differences in regulations may prevent this
